   INTRO: Patients with coronary stents require medication that inhibits platelet activity and prevents clotting. However, if patients need additional surgery that medication must be stopped several days in advance because it increases the risk of major bleeding during the operation. A new study tested an investigational drug that decreases clotting risk and also leaves the system quicker after it is stopped so surgery can be performed without a major delay. 	TO KEEP THAT FROM HAPPENING, THE PATIENT IS GIVEN MEDICATION WHICH HELPS PREVENT THE PLATELETS FROM STICKING TO THE STENT AND BLOCKING BLOOD FLOW. HOWEVER, IF A PATIENT REQUIRES ADDITIONAL SURGERY THE MEDICATION MUST BE STOPPED SEVERAL DAYS BEFORE THE OPERATION TO AVOID MAJOR BLEEDING.

“We can’t really stop the medicines because if we do that the stent might clot while we are waiting for the surgery. So now we have an intravenous medication that was tested which can be used in those days between stopping the oral medications and actually undergoing the major operation.”
